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It's time to ring in the
New Year at Holy Cross. I'm
not kidding; it really is time-
-to form the new handbell
choir! We will begin with
change ringing so that you
can feel what it is like to ring
bells and decide if you want
to commit to this wonderful
form of musical expression.
Change ringing does not
involve reading music but
allows the ringer to estab-
lish a rhythm with others by
following an order of bells.
For example, we will start
with a simple pattern of six
bells, played 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6
for several rounds then
change the pattern to
something like 214365, etc.  

Change ringing is a joy-
ful activity that was actually
the genesis of handbell
ringing.  Handbells were

invented so that the ringers
of tower bells in England
could practice their
"changes" without the
strenuous activity of "rais-
ing" the tower bells to prac-
tice the many changes
involved in that ringing.
Several years ago when I
attended an American Guild
of Organists regional con-
vention in Charleston, SC,
we were allowed to go up
into the tower of old St.
Michael's on the corner of
Meeting and Broad.  St.
Michael's ringers had greet-
ed our entry into the church
for an organ recital that
morning and accompanied
our exit following the recital.
Going in we could watch
the ringers in the tower on a
TV monitor in the narthex;
coming out, we were invited

to climb to the tower to
watch and ring.  If you've
ever tried to "raise" a tower
bell (weighing however
many tons) and keep it in
motion, you know why
handbells were invented for
working out the more com-
plicated changes of tower
ringers. If you have every
rung handbells, you why
that medium developed into
its own art form. 

Therefore, let's ring in
the New Year at Holy
Cross.  I will be meeting
with anyone interested in
ringing the third Sunday in
January, in the church, fol-
lowing the 10:00 a.m. serv-
ice. We can try some
change ringing and discuss
rehearsal time for the new
handbell choir.
