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Lenten Terms and Meaning
SHROVE TUESDAY comes from the Shriving of

Lent.Traditionally the penitent would come to the
church to confess their sins and receive absolution.In
some parts of the country it is known as Fat Tuesday
because it was the day that people overindulge and had
their last parties before beginning the penitential season
of Lent.

Many Episcopal churches observe this day with
pancakes, syrup, and cakes. Shrove Tuesday is a time to
enjoy one last festivity before embarking on a Holy
Lent.It is also an ideal time to make an individual con-
fession.

The Annual Pancake Supper in the Parish Hall was
a wonderful event.Many to the Brotherhood and the
EYC.

ASH WEDNESDAY is the placing ofashes on
the forehead.The Bible speaks ofwearing sack cloth
and ashes as a sign ofpenance. Grief, humiliation, and
repentance were expressed by placing ashes on the head
or by sitting in ashes .. . ashes visibly demonstrated the
person=s emotions .. . The use ofashes to express
grief and repentance continued into the New Testament
period.Their use in purification rites are contrasted
with the cleansing brought by Christ’s blood (Scott
Langton in Holman’s Dictionary).

By the 10th century the ashes were imposed on the
whole congregation as a symbol ofthe congregation=s
general penance.

Ash Wednesday is a time to wear an outward sign of
our inward Grace received from Jesus Christ.The ashes
should remain on the forehead during the day,unless
the work environment prohibits this custom.

7:00 A.M. & 6:30 P.M. There is no service at 10 AM

LENT is the 40 days of fast before Easter. The
first few centuries saw the fasting lasting two or three
days with the 40 day period appearing in the canons of
Nicaea in 325.By the middle ages, one meal was eaten
each day to break the fast (hence, breakfast).By modern
times, the penitent would give up some food or activity
and perhaps take on special projects.

Lent is a time when we examine our lives, abstain
from festivities, and devout more time to religious exer-
cises such as alms giving and attending services. It is a
time to examine our souls.

Silence is observed weekdays in the church 12-1 for
those needing quiet time. Individual retreats can be
planned under Father Ray’s guidance. Confessions are
heard daily by appointment.

PALM SUND AY is a time when we celebrate the
fulfillment of the prophecy of the glorious entrance
into Jerusalem by our Lord and then the crowd turning
against him.

MAUND Y THURSDAY takes its name from the
first antiphon ofthe ceremony of the washing ofthe
feet,mandatum novum.Many places observe the Prayer
Book’s Service ofwashing ofthe feet.It is done to
allow the priest to Arecall whose servant I am by fol-
lowing the example ofmy Master (BOS).

Fr. Ray washes the feet ofpreselected members of
the congregation to symbolically recall his duty to
Christ.The congregation will remain seated during this
time. As Father Ray is a Benedictine Oblate, this is a
sacred obligation on Maundy Thursday.

Maundy Thursday Service with H.C. and the 
stripping of the Altar, Service 6:30 P.M.

GOOD FRIDAY is in the Greek Orthodox
Church this is known as Great Friday. It is the day that
we remember our Lord’s crucifixion.We receive com-
munion that had been set aside on the Altar of Repose
Maundy Thursday as no communion should be conse-
crated on this day.

On Good Friday at 12 noon Stations the Stations of
the Cross will be said.There is a 6:30 p.m.service.

EASTER VIGIL is a day that is also called EAST-
ER EVEN. It remembers Christ resting in the tomb.
This is the ancient service where Christians were bap-
tized after the lighting ofthe new Pascal fire!

EASTER EGG HUNT is held for the toddlers
through the fifth grade after the main service. The
Seekers and the Senior EYC will hide eggs (the toddlers
in the playground and the older children in the court-
yard). Immediately following the service, Father Ray will
gather the children in the front of the church for a very
short children’s talk on the difference between the Risen
Easter Christ and the Easter Bunny. The children then
will use the Easter baskets that they brought to church
with them to hunt PLASTIC eggs filled with coins,
trading cards, trinkets, and candy.

Members are asked to bring plastic eggs to church
beginning two weeks prior to Easter and on Easter day
for hiding.

Holy Cross was blessed many years ago when this
lady,MaeBelle Scholle, and her husband transferred
their membership from an Episcopal Church in
Minnesota.Although their letter was from
Minnesota,they were attending St.Christopher’s
Episcopal Church when Holy Cross was founded.
She and Jess, a retired army colonel,were stalwarts
in the infancy of Holy Cross. MaeBelle was a char-
ter member ofthe altar guild.She served faithfully
in that ministry until her health would no longer
permit it. They continued as a devoted couple until
Jess’untimely death in 1992.She continued her
activities after that until the last several years when
she was home bound.Another ofher early min-

istries when we were located at Scenic Heights Elementary School, included coffee and lemonade prepara-
tion for after service enjoyment.She had no trouble carrying the big yellow barrels which contained the
lemonade. In fact,she delighted in seeing that it was ready for consumption when the time came.
MaeBelle is a faithful practioner ofher faith.She was extremely faithful in her attendance at both church
and adult Sunday school.Also, she was a habitual regular at the Wednesday morning service and the Bible
study that followed.Her participation in Sunday School was a role model we could all emulate. At the ten-
der age of 96,soon to be 97 on April 16,she still has a wry sense ofhumor. More importantly, she con-
tinues to have a passion for loving Jesus Christ through her church family.Her devoted sister, Anita
Halcombe, is her primary caretaker. Anita is the widow of an Episcopal priest so the Episcopal ties are
deep in this family.MaeBelle has been and will continue to be a Christian practicing her faith at Holy
Cross Episcopal Church.
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Sarah spent last Monday morning interviewing sever-
al needy and homeless families that came to Holy Cross
for assistance. She brought one to my attention,in partic-
ular, his name was “Fred.” Fred was one ofseveral peo-
ple that came to the office on a Monday seeking food or
money for shelter. He stood out because ofhis patience.
And there was another man who needed help with a day-
care bill so he could start a new job, another man who
hadn’t eaten in a while, two women in need offood for
their journey, and a family of 10 who had been referred
by West Florida Hospital that needed money to travel
home after a family member became extremely ill, and
others. Yet Fred stood out.

When I spoke to him he asked if he could have
$20.00 to buy his children some cough syrup and aspirin.
His wife had recently died.

In return he asked if he could play me a song. While
I explained that our help was not tied to a song, I also let
him know that I would enjoy hearing him play.

He sat at the piano in the nave and began to play and
sing praises to God.I thought I had transcended and was
at the Grammy Awards! His playing was magnificent and
his singing was beautiful.I couldn’t help but noticed his
leathery face and gaunt appearance and how they con-
trasted with the eloquent gospel music that he played.As
he played,his troubles disappeared and for a moment his
soul was at peace, real peace. He blessed me with his gift.

Sometimes I wonder ifwe,like Fred,need something
to bring us closer to God in the midst ofour troubles.

For him it is playing the piano and singing a gospel song
which allows - for those few precious minutes- to have
his troubles disappear. Maybe one day you will be blessed
if you happen to be here when Fred feels a need to be
closer to God.

Woodwork, sewing, singing, or maybe just being
quiet in a garden is enough to ease the pain ofthe trou-
bles of the weary soul.But each of us needs to have
something that we can do to bring us closer to God.

I think back on the days when I was a drummer in a
rock-n-roll band.Maybe returning to those days would
comfort my soul on a tiring day,poor Lisa.

What would comfort you soul beloved?

But to make a long story short, we got the seven
foot grand for $2500 which was provided by an anony-

Dear Friends,
What comes to mind when you think ofFebruary?

Most likely,Ash Wednesday and Lent are not the first
things. For the church musician,however, February
brings radical changes. For one thing, our "service
music" (Kyrie, Sanctus, and Fraction Anthem) changes,
in accordance with Rite I.Also, our hymns must be ofa
quieter and more penitential nature.In some churches,
the organist is not allowed to use any mixture or reed
stops (trumpets, tubas etc.) at all during Lent.How does
one do this without causing the music to become dull?
Well,while Lent is a more somber time, it is, to me, a
time filled with passion and strong emotions. When
Jesus was in the wilderness for forty days and nights
preparing for ministry and being tempted by Satan,I
am sure it wasn't dull or boring! While the music will
sound different this Lent,it is my hope that it will not
loose it's power or emotion,for that would be untrue to
this season,in my opinion.So, the music will change
some, but I hope it will bring you a feeling ofsteadfast
faith and passionate preparation for Easter!  

In other news, I am sure you have heard by now
about our new musical acquisition,that is, our seven
foot Yamaha grand piano! You may have read in the
paper about the University of West Florida becoming
an "all Steinway school," thanks to a donor who gave
them quite a few brand new Steinway pianos. We are

mous donor and will pay another $1000 for cosmetic
repair work. But you have to look at this way.A new
seven foot grand would cost $40,000.And so this was a
deal made in heaven.

This piano will enhance and enrich our worship at
Holy Cross in many ways. It will be used to accompany
our choirs and to accompany vocal and instrumental
solo performances. But it will also be used as a solo
instrument for piano recitals ofwhich we hope to have
many.And I’m purposing that the first be given by Dr.
Lynn Lauderdale just as soon as it can be arranged.
Note: St. Christopher’s was also an Episcopal recipient.

very fortunate, because U.W.F. then needed to get rid of
their old pianos. So, when I found out that these pianos
were available, I went to U.W.F. and met with a man
from Dollarhide's Music and Sound,the company han-
dling the deal,and tried out the pianos to see which one
would be good for Holy Cross. Although the exteriors
of these pianos were damaged from being moved
around in practice rooms, it turns out that the best
sounding pianos (the seven footers) are the worst off
cosmetically,making them cheaper than lesser instru-
ments. So, with a little investment in cosmetic work of
the case, Holy Cross is getting, in my opinion,not only
the best sounding piano I tested but a piano that, after
refurbishing, would cost more than $10,000.00; brand
new, it would cost $40,000.00 or close to it! On top of
that, it sounds wonderful.Our instrument is in the shop
now and will be ready soon.I believe attaining this
piano is a step forward for our music program.

So, as we come to this interesting church season of
Lent,it is my prayer that the Holy Spirit will be present
in our worship and music and that our parish "Year of
Jubilee" will be a joyous time ofexpectation of great
things to come! May God bless our rector, staff, vestry,
lay ministers,and all ofyou,and may you have a miser-
able Lent.Well, I don't wish you a miserable Lent,but
Fr. Ray does! Just kidding, Father.

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In January, I had the opportunity to attend the
19th Annual Wintertalk in Surry, Virginia at the
Chanco Episcopal Camp. This spiritual event is mod-
eled after gatherings ofclans/tribes that would come
together during the winter months.

Wintertalk is held at different locations every year
and sponsored by the office of Native American
Ministries and planned by National Missioner Janine
Tinsley-Roe and the Executive Council Committee on
Indigenous Ministries (ECIM serves as a voice for
Native Americans in the Episcopal Church, recom-
mending policies and programs for the consideration
of the Council and the Presiding Bishop).

The 70 participants (including bishops, priests, and
lay persons) come from churches nationwide and inter-
nationally including Alaska,Hawaii,New Zealand and
Australia.Tribes represented included Athabaskan,
Cherokee, Dakota Sioux,Hawaiian,Hopi, Lakota Sioux,
Oneida,Navajo, Pascua Yaqui,Poarch Creek,Ute, New
Zealand Maori and Australia Torres Strait Islanders.

The gathering focused on the Decade of
Remembrance, Recognition,and Reconciliation that
began with the Jamestown Covenant in 1997.The
group also prepared for a commemorative service to be
held All Saint’s Day 2007 in Jamestown,Virginia by
attending various workshops on Jamestown including
seminars by the Indigenous Theological Training
Institute.

Spirituality is the main focus ofthe event.Morning
and Evening Prayer was held every day and Holy
Eucharist (with healing service) celebrated on Sunday
with sage burned before each service. An important
Wintertalk custom is building the Altar with individual
personal cultural items such as:beaded crosses, shells,
photos, eagle feathers,sage, sweet grass, heirloom family
Prayer Books, Hymnals, and Bibles. Each item is pre-
sented with an explanation of why this item is impor-
tant to their culture and their spirituality. I placed my
great-grandmother’s Prayer Book or “Wocekiya

Wowapi” on the altar and told her story.
Also placed on the altar the new icon ofyoung

Powhatan woman Matoaka,Pocahontas, the daughter of
the leader ofa confederation of indigenous tribes in
the Chesapeake Bay area.The icon was later blessed by
the river.

At the end ofthe gathering, honoring gifts are
given to by individuals to persons who inspired them
spiritually. I was honored to receive a white eagle feath-
er from Anna Frank,the first Native American woman
ordained.Robbie McGhee also received an eagle feather
for his work with Native American Ministries.

St.Anna’s Episcopal Church in Atmore,Alabama
also had four representatives who are all tribal members
of the Poarch Band ofCreek Indians:Velma Amos,
Sibyl Estain,Robbie McGhee and Paula Smith.

Robbie McGhee recently finished his term as Vice
President ofthe ECIM.Sarah Eagle Heart-Cuny is cur-
rently on the CCAB Standing Commission ofLifelong
Education and Christian Formation and Holy Cross’s
Executive Assistant.Paula Smith is St.Anna’s Clerk and
Secretary.

During World War II, the Manhattan Project was
formed to develop a weapon to use in order to overcome
two terror regimes, the Nazi Reich and the Japanese
Empire. A previous terrorizing empire, the Roman
Empire, had long since succumbed to the power that
Jesus bestowed upon his disciples. He Himselftook on
the most gruesome Roman terror, crucifixion, and tri-
umphed completely.
