Sarah Alma Myers, 
died peacefully at home
with her family at age 93 on
February 7, 2006. She was
born in New Oxford, PA in
1913. Alma attended
Susquehanna University,
New York University where
she met her husband,
Gilbert T. Saetre. After their

marriage in 1937, they
moved to Natchitoches, LA,
Bristol, TN, and finally to
Hattiesburg, MS, where
Alma’s life revolved around
her family, and a career in
choral music education.
She received her Master’s
Degree in Music Education
from the University of
Southern Mississippi and
was also a member of the
Faculty Wives Club, Order
of the Eastern Star, and
Daughters of the American
Revolution (DAR). She
retired from the Hattiesburg
Public School System as
choral music director and
then lived in Pensacola for
the past 27 years. She was
preceded in death by her
husband Gilbert in 1983.

Survivors include two
daughters, Margaret Ward,
Neta Tipton; brother John
Myers and wife Helen; and
many grandchildren.

Both funerals were
held at Holy Cross.
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SHROVE TUESDAY
comes from the “Shriving”
of Lent. Traditionally the
penitent would come to the
church to confess their sins
and receive absolution. In
some parts of the country it
is known as Fat Tuesday
because it was the day that
people overindulged and
had their last parties before
beginning the penitential
season of Lent. 

Many Episcopal church-
es observe this day with
pancakes, syrup, and
cakes. SHROVE TUESDAY
is a time to enjoy one last
festivity before embarking
on a Holy Lent. It is also an
ideal time to make an indi-
vidual confession. Our
Annual Pancake Supper
was held in the Parish Hall!
Thank you to the

Brotherhood of St. Andrew
and the EYC yoots.

ASH WEDNESDAY is the
placing of ashes on the
forehead. The Bible speaks
of wearing sack cloth and
ashes as a sign of penance.
“Grief, humiliation, and
repentance were expressed
by placing ashes on the
head or by sitting in ashes.
Ashes visibly demonstrated
the person’s emotions . . .
The use of ashes to
express grief and repen-
tance continued into the
New Testament period.
Their use in purification
rites are contrasted with the
cleansing brought by
Christ’s blood” (Scott
Langton in Holman’s
Dictionary). 

By the 10th century the
ashes were imposed on the
whole congregation as a
symbol of the congrega-
tion’s general penance. Ash
Wednesday is a time to
wear an outward sign of our
inward Grace received from
Jesus Christ. The ashes
should remain on the fore-
head during the day, unless
the work environment pro-
hibits this custom. 

ASH WEDNESDAY servic-
es were held at 7:00 A.M.,
10:00 A.M., and 7:00 P.M.
with near record attendance
for the day.  

LENT is the forty days of
fast before Easter (45 days
in Lent, but we do not count

the Sundays which are
Feast Days). The first few
centuries saw the fasting
lasting two or three days
with the forty-day period
appearing in the canons of
Nicaea in 325. By the
Middle Ages, one meal was
eaten each day to break the
fast (hence, breakfast). By
modern times, the penitent
would give up some food or
activity and perhaps take on
special projects. Lent is a
time when we examine our
lives, abstain from festivi-
ties, and devote more time
to religious exercises such
as alms giving and attend-
ing services. It is a time to
examine our souls.
Individual retreats can be
planned under Father Ray’s
guidance. Confessions are
heard daily by appointment.

MAUNDY THURSDAY
takes its name from the first
antiphon of the ceremony of
the washing of the feet,
mandatum novum. Many
places observe the Prayer
Book’s Service of washing
of the feet. This is done to
allow the priest to “recall
whose servant I am by fol-
lowing the example of my
Master” (BOS). The BOS
reserves this rite exclusive-
ly for the clergy. Fr. Ray
washes the feet of pre-
selected members of the 
congregation to symbolical-
ly recall his duty to Christ.
The congregation will
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remain seated during this
time. Our service 
will begin at 6:30 PM this
year.

GOOD FRIDAY - In the
Greek Orthodox Church
this is known as Great
Friday. It is the day that we
remember our Lord’s
Crucifixion. We receive
communion that had been
set aside on the Altar of
Repose Maundy Thursday,
as no communion should
be consecrated on this day.
On Good Friday at 12 noon
The Stations of the Cross
will be said. Our service is
at 6:30 PM this year.

EASTER VIGIL (SON-

RISE!) is a day that is also
called EASTER EVEN. It
remembers Christ resting in
the tomb. This is the ancient
service where Christians
were baptized after the
lighting of the new pascal
fire! This year we will have
a SONrise service at 6:30
A.M.

We will dig up the
Alleluias which were sym-
bolically buried by the chil-
dren to emphasis that we
do not say Alleluia during
Lent!

THE EASTER EGG
HUNT IS HELD for the tod-
dlers through the fifth grade
after the 10:00 A.M. service.
The Seekers and the Senior

EYC will hide eggs (the tod-
dlers in the playground and
the older children in the
courtyard). Father Ray will
gather the children in the
front of the church for a very
short children’s homily on
the difference between the
Risen Easter Christ and the
Easter Bunny. The children
then will use the Easter
baskets that they brought to
church with them to hunt
PLASTIC eggs filled with
coins, trading cards, trin-
kets, and candy. Members
are asked to bring plastic
eggs to church beginning
NOW and on Easter day for
hiding.

News from the 35th Annual Convention of the Central Gulf Coast



I want to report to you on
our recent Vestry Retreat.
We had 100% participation
and we were joined by for-
mer Sr. Warden and now
new treasurer, John
Briscione. We had a suc-
cessful and meaningful
retreat, during which we
came together as one body
to decide some critical issus
for the life of Holy Cross. We
focused on 3 major issues:
Communications, Pastoral
Care, and Growth.

I think each one of us has
experienced some sort of
communication problem at
some point in time. Whether
you did not get a message,
did not understand the mes-
sage, or just plain couldn’t
hear the message, you
ended up missing out on
some form of communica-
tion. We intend to improve
parish communications by
using our “Power Church”
software for tracking purpos-
es and our new “phone tree”
message sending software
for mass communications.

In addition to leveraging this
technology to improve com-
munications, the vestry will
take a regional approach to
communicating by making
contact with parishioners
that live in their area of town.

As you well know, our
youth program has blos-
somed in the past few
months with increased par-
ticipation and exciting learn-
ing experiences for our chil-
dren. At the heart of this suc-
cess has been Fr. Ray’s
direct participation as our
youth director. He indeed
enjoys and looks forward to
his time with the the “yoots.”
However, his expertise and
hard work come at the
expense of other programs
and his time is being limited
a great deal. I will have to
say “he is burning the candle
at both ends”!

The Vestry has evaluated
several options to alleviate
this work load and provide
even more pastoral care for
our parish. We are  in the
process of asking Bishop

Duncan for a Seminarian or
a Curate that will fit in with
our parish. This person
would provide youth leader-
ship as well as participate in
other pastoral duties. The
need of this position is
becoming more and more
necessary in light of our con-
tinued growth.

We are now at a point
where, as a parish, we will
begin careful consideration
of completing our master
plan. There will be many
phases, including architec-
tural reviews, needs assess-
ments, as well as financial
consulting. It has become
apparent that for our ministry
to grow, the Parish Hall from
our master plan is a necessi-
ty. It was with prayerful intent
that we looked at ourselves
and our parish lives to dis-
cern what our Lord guides us
to do.

Of course you will
received much more details
on all these areas as we
move forward.

Christian Formation Update By Dean and Ede Craig, Christian Formation Directors

Nancy Collins resigned
as our organist a few weeks
ago. During the interim
Christopher Powell has pre-
recorded our music to save
us about $200 a week and
has played our special
services. The letter from Fr.
Ray outlines the process
and our direction. A while
back the bell choir and choir
were polled as to their
desire for our music pro-
gram, in a written survey.
They overwhelming asked
that we have two people for
our program: an organist
and a director. We adver-
tised for the extra position
but did not get anyone who
was interested. Bob
Suhrheinrich took the inter-
im director’s position and
has done a wonderful job
ever since. 

The reality is that we
may not be able to find two

people and finding an
organist who can wear
three hats would be a
daunting task. A search
committee has been formed
to seek out through adver-
tising and personal commu-
nications qualified individu-
als to present to the Rector
as possible candidates for
him to interview and make a
hiring decision. Our job
descriptions for these posi-
tions have not changed.

These persons will need
to have church experience
with liturgical experience a
plus. They will need to meet
regularly with our music
committee to go over our
music program and collabo-
rate with the Rector and
congregation. They will
develop the bell choir and
the youth choir. We expect
three major musical presen-
tations a year. They will also

help bring us to our musical
roots as a church and
develop a new songbook
for us that will contain some
of our favorite hymns.
These persons will need to
attend training on the
Episcopal and Holy Cross
understanding of church
music selection, budgeting,
and administration, which is
provided at no charge. If
you know of someone who
can be a candidate, please
have them submit their
resume to the office. Our
desire is to build upon the
foundation that has been
placed by Nancy and seek
the next level of our worship
experience. We wish Nancy
well in her endeavors.

New Music Director and Organist Search Committee
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Beloved,
I sit here reflecting on

the Easter. Easter brings
families back to church,
allows us to celebrate the
risen Son of God, and fills
us with hope and joy. We all
seem to grasp what Easter
means, but do we grasp the
Easter preparation of keep-
ing a “Holy Lent”?

Lent is a time to fast
(even foregoing meat or
Friday or denying a midday
snack); it is a time to reflect
in prayer (maybe attending
Sunday School, an extra
service, or taking on a per-
sonal prayer discipline); it is
a time to examine our lives
and ask if we are doing right
by Christ and following His
example of loving God and
loving neighbor; and it is a
time of denial.

We can deny the secular
and give up something we
enjoy or we can take on

something special and add
to our lives (teach Sunday
School, help in the church
office, or volunteer for
another ministry).

Lent is a time to be on
guard and vigilant of apa-
thy. Church attendance
should be discipline
embraced. Our daily
prayers must be said. The
Bible reading of each
Sunday should be heard
and then given a place in
our hearts. Perhaps read a
good book, too!

In the Tyrosinium
Religiosum (School of
Religious Perfection) which
is based upon the Rule of
St. Benedict, Abbot Vincent
Huser says we must prac-
tice to be more Christ-like.
This Lent, I offer you four
practices to enrich your
lives from the Abbot.
1. Do not speak from 

sudden impulse or in 

the heat of passion.
2. Before you join in a 

conversation, make a 
good intention, and a 
resolution to say 
nothing that may be 
offensive to God or man.

3. Do not speak in 
forbidden places, at 
forbidden times, or with
forbidden persons.

4. Never say anything that 
may cause factions, 
impair the authority of 
the superiors, violate 
fraternal charity, or in 
any other way be sinful.

This Lent, as is my cus-
tom, I will pray for each of
you in our parish weekly by
name. Perhaps, during Lent
you could send a prayer my
way. After all, if you want a
better priest and rector, you
only have to pray for the
one you’ve got.
