Convention was a Joy!
Fr. Ray Waldon,H o l y  C ro s s  R e c t o r

We just finished with convention in Eufaula,
Alabama at St.James. Over 400 
people were in attendance over the three days
with 199 voting delegates. Jane Briscione was
our senior delegate joined by Scott Wilson,
Heather White, and Mel Young. Father Ray
Waldon represented the clergy order.

Several members of our congregation have
been appointed to diocesan and national posts:
Jane Briscione is on the ECW board and is the
UTO leader; Heather White is on the Youth
Committee as the Young Adult Member;
Professor Kevin Kerns is on the College Ministry
Board; and Father Chris Coats (who came from
Holy Cross) replaces Father Ray on the Camp Beckwith
Board; Sarah Eagle Heart-Cuny is on the National
Christian Education Board and is active on the national
level in Native American Ministries.

The convention heard a beautiful sermon from
Bishop David Willfred Michael Jennings Suffragan
Bishop ofLiverpool England.In that sermon he
touched on the meaning ofAnglicanism and what the
spirit and theology of Anglicanism means in terms of
the current controversy that is being talked about across
the communion.

He said that we must ask ourselves in every parish
in our diocese three questions:
• What does God want us to do here?
• Then we must ask,who will carry out that mission?
• And finally how do we accomplish this goal?

Our Convention Chaplain was the retired Bishop of
the European Nations, The Right Reverend Jeffrey
Rowthorn. He said that the Holy Spirit must guide our
lives and that we must understand that the church is
called by God to be a witness, a vibrant witness in this
broken world.

Our own Bishop, Philip Duncan gave a wonderful
convention address. First,the Bishop stated that our
finances were not in good shape.

He officially announced that two staff positions
would be eliminated: youth and receptionist.Father
Coats explained that his church in Gulf Breeze is 
experiencing a severe shortfall still due to Ivan.

Bishop Duncan said that we must go back to our
congregations and explain that the mission ofthe 
diocese which is:To spread the Gospel through 
evangelism;to do outreach; and to be a positive force in
our communities.

The Bishop also directly addressed what you and I
have read in the papers about the controversy in the
Anglican Communion.

He plainly stated that we were a diocese that fully
engaged the Windsor report.

He said he was saddened that the efforts of the
moderates at National convention who drafted 
important resolution that complied with Windsor were
derailed by the extreme conservative and liberal sides
and thanked those who passed B033 which was an
effort to comply with Windsor and passed at the last
minute.

He then addresses the recent Primates meeting in
Tanzania and the draft of the resolution that was
passed.

Bishop Duncan said that first we must be clear that
we were not kicked out ofthe Anglican Communion.
Far from it.We are welcomed members.

He stated that the Tanzania conference said,that
resolution B033 was sufficient according to the
Primates as a statement ofour corporate regret.He
then stated the Primates have asked the House of
Bishops to consider several things in their September 30
meeting.

Specifically, that we will not in the future ordain a
bishop living in a same sex relationship unless the mind
and theology of the Anglican Communion has been
settled on that issue. Our bishop says he is praying that
the Bishops will not allow the extreme sides to derail
this opportunity but that he was crystal clear in that we
are in compliance in this diocese and will remain in
compliance.

He has appointed a panel to advise him on the
Windsor report. Father Ray Waldon is on the Windsor
Committee and also appointed to the Blue Ribbon
Panel ofthe Diocese to look at finances.

One of the highlights ofthis convention was the
Tuskegee Choir which received several standing 
ovations.

An Easter Messag e

Based on a sermon published by Fr. Waldon
Reprinted from 2003 and updated in 2005

One of the biggest money making film from the
private sector was released in 2002.It was called MY
BIG FAT GREEK WEDDING.

This is a love story about two people, marriage,and
a wonderful Greek Family. The story centers on the 
trials and tribulations of their daughter as she plans her
wedding day.

This film is full of laughter, joy,and ofcourse - a
few miss-steps along the way. It even contained a fami-
ly gathering at Easter!   

On Easter it is customary for Orthodox Greeks to
greet one another with the saying, Christos Anesti. It
means Christ has risen! Christos Anesti! Two words that
sum up our joy on this most wondrous ofdays.

On our day of Easter we light the Pascal candle. It
comes from a Greek word (every word in the world
comes from the Greeks, I think). Orthodox Greeks call
the Great Passover, Pascha.which means “the eternal
Passover from death to life and from earth to heaven.”
This Greek root word sums our own understanding
does it not? We light the Pascal Candle to symbolize the
Risen Lord, the eternal Easter in whose grace we rise
from death to life.

It is Mary that first hears: Christos Anesti from the
angel.Why did our Lord choose Mary? Why her? 

Mary of Magdala had flaws. She was not perfect.
She was like you and me. Surely she cried at night when
she compared herself to others. Yet when Jesus chose
to reveal himself, he did not appear to the High Priest
Caiphais and call him a fool.When Jesus chose to reveal
himself, He did not appear to Pontius Pilot and call him
wrong.

His first appearance was to she who was not 
perfect,Christos Anesti!He appeared to the imperfect
Peter, the one who lied and denied him,and gave him
forgiveness, Christos Anesti! He appeared to the one who
doubted and He gave his love,Christos Anesti! He
appeared to the ones who were so afraid that they 
barricaded themselves behind a locked door and He
greeted them with warmth,Christos Anesti! He appeared

to
the

ones on the Road to Emmaus who did not believe,and
He gave himself, Christos Anesti! 

And now he comes to us! And that beloved,is our
Good News this Easter!  Christos Anesti! To those who
have flaws, Christ is here to greet us with his love.
Christos Anesti! If you doubt that you are worthy –
Christos Anesti!Christ came in the world so that the
whole world might come into his saving embrace. To
prove that love and for our redemption,he willingly
stretched his arms on the hard wood of the cross.
Three days later he stepped from the tomb and smiled! 

He saw not a fallen and sinful humanity who could
not be redeemed.He saw a creation that could make a
difference - flaws, doubts, and all.Christos Anesti! He
saw people worth dying for, flaws and all.Christos Anesti!

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“An Apology from Fr. Ray Waldon on the discovery”
It reads like the National Enquirer does it not?

“Jesus’Bones Found! DNA likely!”
James Cameron who made such films as:The

Terminator, Aliens, and Titanic teamed with award 
winning director, Simcha Jacobovici claim in a 
documentary "The Lost Tomb of Jesus" that the coffin
of Jesus has been found! Well sort of…

On March 4 on the Discovery Chanel,Cameron will
explain that in 1980,a cave was discovered when an
industrial park in the Talpiyot, a Jerusalem suburb, and
land development was underway. The Documentary
will then say that the cave contained ten coffins or
ossuaries, some bearing names like “Maria”,“Jesus son
of Joseph” and "Judah son ofJesus." So far, no big
deal.This has been around for 25 years.But to DaVinci
Code aficionados it points to the fact that that Maria is
actually Mary Magdalene and the coffin bearing the
name Jesus, is actually Jesus Christ and that Judah is
their child! 

Doesn’t that make for good Hollywood?  Cameron
said in a recent article, “To a layman's eye it seems 
pretty darn compelling … This is the biggest 
archaeological story of the century." Well,actually, to
trained Biblical scholars,it is not compelling at all and
but a footnote in archaeological finds in the last century.

First Jesus, Mary,and Judah were very common
names ofthe time. The bible records seven Mary’s in
the New Testament alone. Judah appears in four 
different connections in the Old Testament.According
to late manuscripts, Matthew 27:16 refers to Barabbas
as named "Jesus Barabbas."

Then,of course, there is the eye witness testimony
of the Church, which must weigh heavily in the
account.There is not a single account,whether biblical
or from an outside contemporary source, that suggests
Jesus survived the crucifixion and was later buried or,
for that matter, was married and had children prior to
the crucifixion.Jacobovici speculates that Jesus, died,
rose, and after 40 days ascended to heaven leaving
behind his body and bones.

Obviously if that conjecture were true, the Gospels
would have recorded that fact and the burial place of
his bones would have been a pilgrimage sight for early

Christians like the tomb, Golgatha,the Mount of
Olives, etc… In addition,writer Paul Mulrooney of the
Dominion Post says, “a senior Israeli archaeologist,
Professor Amos Kloner, who researched the tomb after
its discovery and at the time deciphered the inscriptions,
cast doubt on the documentary's claim.” The names
that are found on the tombs are names that are similar
to the names ofthe family of Jesus," he said."But
those were the most common names found among Jews
(in those times)." 

The bottom line is that the documentary is glitz and
Hollywood pizzazz but falls short of serious 
consideration as the “finding” of Jesus’body.

So what is a faithful Christian to do in the face of
such new “discoveries?”Nothing more than smile,
beloved.Hollywood must never be confused with reali-
ty.

The faith of our church: “He died,he rose, he will
again,” is the truth in every sense ofthe word.

(Ed note: Fr. Ray is an apologist. It is an interesting the-
ological term:   From Wikipedia, “A pologetics is the field
of study concerned with the systematic defense ofa posi-
tion. Someone who engages in apologetics is called an apol-
ogist or an "apologete". The term comes from the Greek
word apologia (áðïëïãßá), meaning defense ofa position
against an attack).
