I was inspired to write this
reflection from a recent televi-
sion show that featured what
people do for the sake of
revenge and the conse-
quences of their actions. It
reminded me of Romans 12:9-
21and I thought a Good
reminder for us as we
approach the EASTER SEA-
SON.

Pastor David Yarbrough
tells this story: A soldier fighting
in Iraq received a letter from his
girl friend that said she was
breaking up with him. She also
asked him to send the picture
she had given him when he left
because she needed it for her
bridal announcement. The sol-
dier was heart broken and told
his friends of his terrible situa-
tion. So his whole platoon got
together and brought all their
pictures of their girlfriends, and
put them in a box and gave

them to him. So he put her pic-
ture in the box with the rest
along with a note that said, “I’m
sending back your picture to
you please remove it and send
back the rest. For the life of me
I can’t remember which one
you are.” 

We love stories of revenge
don’t we? But revenge is not
God’s way. In my min-
istry I have encountered many
sad stories of revenge. I per-
sonally knew a beloved
Minister who served faithfully in
a church for three years and
one day he crossed a lady who
was extremely powerful in her
own mind. In order to exact her
revenge she began a letter
writing campaign. She made
his life miserable through gos-
sip and innuendo. Eventually
she won when he left as he
could no longer tolerate her
actions. In the next few years
her church declined and
almost was closed. He went on
to become a very beloved
Episcopal bishop. In her effort
to “get even” for a perceived
slight, she almost destroyed
the church she professed to
love. I heard another story
know of a betrayed spouse
who decided it would be fun to
sweeten her husband’s coffee
with a laxative product.
Because of the amount she
used he was hospitalized and
almost died. She was charged
with a crime. 

Revenge sounds great
when we speak it aloud or say

it secretly to ourselves. In truth,
some of our imagined scenar-
ios can be very healthy from a
psychological point of view to
help us come to terms with dis-
appointment. It is when there
they become a continued fan-
tasy or acted upon, that
destruction of the mind and
spirit occur. 

Of all those who ever
walked the planet Earth, no
one had a better reason for
revenge that Jesus. Imagine
being beatened, spit upon,
ridiculed, whipped, having
thorns jammed into your scalp,
dragged through the streets,
and then being nailed to a
cross. Revenge? Christ had
every right and every reason to
seek revenge. After all He had
done NOTHING wrong!

Yet what did he do? He for-
gave them. End of story.
Period. Full Stop. He forgave
them.

Beloved, Romans tell us
that we must forgive others as
Jesus has forgiven us. Our
“revenge” should take the form
of praying for those who hurt
us. Our revenge should take
the form of healing ourselves
spiritually with the love of
Christ. We should never act out
against anyone because we
are mad. When we say horrible
things about another we sin:
we stain our souls when we
harbor ill will. 

During those times when
we hurt, let our hurt not turn to
evil but to good as we recall He

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who had every reason- AND
DO NOT forget, every
resource to make it happen- to
destroy those who hurt Him but
chose instead to forgive.
Forgive and heal beloved.
Revenge leads only to destruc-
tion and more hurt. This Easter
season why not forgive those
who have hurt you in the past
and pray for those who gave
you pain. Accept God’s uncon-
ditional love and embrace the
joy that is found in the risen
Christ.

Statement of last months
operating expenses was
approved unanimously.
Pledges year to date are
excellent and expenses are
below budget. Request by
Rector to have 2005 audit
completed by the end of April
so numbers can be present-
ed to the Bishop.
Rector and Youth Report

We have had many new
members since 2005.
Parochial Report Numbers:
We lost 9 members through
death or transfered out.
We’ve added over 65 new
folks through reactiviation
and transfer in, leaving us
with 359 Baptized adults in

good standing which shows a
trend of 10-15% growth each
year. We received 6 new
members by Baptism. Our
average Sunday attendance
for 2005 was 203. The Rector
noted that this included the
special Christmas services
on a Saturday/Sunday. He
feels that we ended the year
on an “average Sunday” with
about 185 to 190 if we
remove the special services
that may have inflated the
ASA. The full Parochial
Report was unanimously
approved as tabulated.

The Rector updated the
vestry on the Diocesan
Committees he serves on:
Beckwith Board, National
Convention, College Ministry,
Communications Committee,
Bishop’s Media Liaison
Committee, and his role as
Diocesan mentor for those
who are seeking ordination or
who are ordained. Fr. Ray
reports a full calendar of
appointments since last
meeting. He is trying to get
back to routine in the office
after 10 weeks of emergency
pastoral care to out families.

In-service training at St.
Mary’s was held on our com-
puter system for the staff. 
The Executive Committee

Approved the lease of a
new copier from Florida
Imaging & Network Systems.

We received a new network
ready copier, a free color
laser printer, and a folding
machine, for the same price
as approved by the vestry at
the retreat. Thanks to Glenn
Wilson for giving us great
service.

Dear Friends,
I am happy to say that the

Choir Director, Bob
Suhrheinrich, and I have
some exciting music
planned for Holy Week and
Easter! In this article, I will
present some interesting
facts, as well as the history
of three composers, whose
pieces will be played during
Holy Week and Easter. I
hope that knowing more
about the people behind the
music will enhance your
enjoyment of these signifi-
cant organ works.

First, I would like to write
about one of the greatest
organists and composers of
the romantic period in
music. Louis Vierne (1870-
1937) was born almost
blind, but the physical inhi-
bition did not prevent him
from showing interest in
music from an early age.
Blossoming under the tute-
lage of Cesar Frank, Vierne
was an accomplished
organist and was highly
skilled at improvisation. He
served as assistant to
Charles-Marie Widor and in
1900, Vierne became the
titular organist at the
famous cathedral, Norte-
Dame de Paris. While giv-
ing his 1750th organ recital
at Norte-Dame, Vierne 
had a stroke at the console.

He suddenly fell forward,
with his foot hitting the low
"E" pedal on the organ. He
died as he hoped he would,
while playing the mighty
organ at Notre-Dame. The
prelude for Maundy-
Thursday will be the first
piece in his "Twenty-Four
Pieces in Free Style" book.
This piece conveys an
unsettled feel, but it does
not lack in beauty. I hope
you enjoy it.

Francois Couperin was
born in Paris in 1668. At the
age of ten, Couperin was
an assisting organist and by
adulthood he succeeded
his father as the organist at
St. Gervais Church in Paris.
Apparently, his music was
so popular with King Louis
XIV, that he played weekly
concerts for him. The King
even surnamed Couperin
"Le Grand". The instrumen-
tal anthem for Maundy-
Thursday, will be a piece
written by him called
"Elevation," a piece played
at the elevation of the
elements during the Mass.
Since it was on Maundy
Thursday that Jesus cele-
brated the first Eucharist, I
invite you to meditate on
the meaning of Holy
Communion and on Christ's
blessed sacrifice and pas-
sion, as this beautiful piece
is being played.

Finally, we come to the
great and joyous celebra-
tion of Easter! In celebra-

tion of our triumphant holy
day, the Easter postlude will
be the Toccata from
Symphony No. 5 in F Minor.
Many people know this
piece as "The Widor
Toccata".

Charles-Marie Jean Albert
Widor (1844-1937) was
another of the 
truly great organ com-
posers of all time. His virtu-
osity shines forth in the
music he composed. At the
age of twenty-six, Widor
was hired as temporary
organist at St. Sulpice
Church in Paris, a title he
retained until his retirement
over six decades later.
Among numerous other
works, Widor wrote ten
organ symphonies. He was
an extraordinary musician,
and I hope you enjoy his
beautiful and dynamic
Toccata on Easter Sunday.

In conclusion, I please
note that our great choir will
be singing special anthems
on Palm Sunday and
Easter, as well as an introit
on Easter. Please pray that
God will inspire all of the
musicians involved in our
up-coming Holy Week and
Easter services and that
His Holy Spirit will be pres-
ent in our music. May you
continue to have a mean-
ingful Lent, and insightful
and meaningful Holy Week,
and a wonderful and joyous
Easter!

Local aspirant Eileen

Powell who has been unan-
imously approved for further
discernment by the vestry,
her local committee, the
Rector, and the Bishop. She
has been accepted at St.
Christopher for her local
aspirant final discernment. If
she moves forward from
that step, she will be pre-
sented to the Diocesan
Commission on Ministry.
Eileen has spent three
years in reflection, study,
and discernment to reach
this step. Already almost
$5,000 has been pledged or
given for Eileen to move for-
ward. She has attended dis-
cernment at Virginia
Seminary and just returned
from The Seminary of the
Southwest in Austin where
she went for a three-day
weekend of people who feel
a call to ministry. The bishop

has asked her to continue
studying under Fr. Ray and
she is now getting exposure
to Greek and Hebrew lan-
guages.
MILLEDGE BAKER
The Rev. Milledge Baker
has preached, taught, and
made pastoral calls at Holy
Cross. He has worked with
Fr. Ray on studying
Anglicanism and Liturgy. He
has worked with our local
Discernment Committee
and they are preparing a
report to the Diocese.
Milledge was assigned by
the Bishop to us for further
discernment before he is
presented for final discern-
ment to the Diocese in
October. If you have any
comments, good or other-
wise, please see Scott
Wilson (Chair of the
Committee) or Fr. Ray (his
mentor). This is the second
time of asking.

Since December, Fr.
Ray’s schedule has been
out of the normal range of
operations. Sadly he has
said funeral services or
been available to the fami-
lies of Susan Smith, Art
Haney, Lloyd Morreau,
Essie Jackson, Melba
Heisler, Alma Saetre,
Georgia Peake, Genevieve
Caron, and Fran Post. We
have had five people during
that time in ICU, four on
Hospice, and over nine oth-
ers were in the hospital. For
the last quarter Fr. Ray has
averaged 12 people in the
office each week for coun-
seling or other meetings
with many occurring on
weekends or evenings. He
expressed deep gratitude to
Scott Wilson, Eileen Powell,
Dan Healy, Ron Edwards,
and Carl White at the vestry
meeting for stepping for-
ward with communion help
for the shut-ins. On one
Sunday in February there
were 27 names on the list
for home communions.
Currently, we have 11
names on our list for a
Sunday visit. 

Fr. Ray also has attend-
ed many Diocesan meet-
ings this quarter in
Pensacola, Mobile, and
Fairhope. He served at the
Diocesan Convention where
he was on the Finance
Committee and helped rep-

resent College Ministry and
Camp Beckwith. Fr. Ray
also attended meetings this
past quarter on the
Diocesan level as he
serves on the Diocesan
Communication Committee
(2 meetings), Diocesan
Discernment Mentor (9
meetings), Camp Beckwith
Board (3 meetings), and
Diocesan College Ministry
Chair (1 meeting). Father
Ray is also serving addi-
tional duties as a National
Delegate who will attend
the National Convention (as
1st Alternate) and he is
active in the regional meet-
ings of the local clergy. He
hopes to get his schedule
back to a clergy normal, as
he calls it, in April. His hours
are normally posted and he
welcomes drop ins (though
his days have been booked
with appointments so it may
be best to set an appoint-
ment time for counseling or
other needs).

During the last quarter
several families have joined
Holy Cross. We also have
several new families attend-
ing on a regular basis.

It is the recommendation
of the Organist Search
Committee and the Rector’s
decision to hire Christopher
Powell as our new organist.
He has been a paid associ-
ate for four years. We are
now looking a music director
to help lead the choir(s) and
any nominations may be
made to the Rector.

OFFICE
Sarah and Ann are very
excited as the new copier
has arrived. Our lease was
expiring on old machine and
we were able to acquire a
better copier for the same
price. We also have a new
folder and Florida Imaging
also donated a new laser
color printer to us. Our costs
remain the same for the
upgrade and fall within the
budget guidelines that were
set up by the vestry.

GOOD NEWS ON 
STEWARDSHIP
In 2003 we were terribly
behind on pledges by this
time of the year. In 2004, we

were $2,000 off the pace.
This year we are dead even
on pledges and have been
for almost 12 months!
Thanks to all who under-
stand and take very serious-
ly Gods call to us to be good
stewards of the faith. In the
last three years our mem-
bership has grown almost
10% - 15% a year and our
pledges have grown at
about 12% - 16% a year.
Our average Sunday atten-
dance has really grown with
the early service recording
many days in the 60's. The
10 Am service runs 125-135
each Sunday. Sadly we
have lost over 10 parish-
ioners in the last five months
and some families have
moved out of the city. We
ended the year with 358
parishioners in good stand-
ing and 304 confirmed com-
municants. 

WHERE ARE THE NEW
FOLKS COMING FROM?

Most of our new folks
come from a welcome letter
we send anyone who moves
into our three primary zip
codes. We obtain the names
from a service and send
them welcoming letters. SO
far we have FIVE (5) new
families that are attending
as a result of this wonderful
communication effort.

OUR BIGGEST LOSER,

Ray is working with a
local author on death and
dying and will write a chap-
ter in a new booklet that will
be published later this year
on the spiritual aspect of
death. 

On a side note- our
Rector has lost 70 pounds
since January.

He is currently completing a
historical novel and enjoys
submitting articles for publi-
cations. He has agreed to
be a contributing writer for
the new Coastline which
moves to tabloid form in
May.
