A Quick reflection on a W edding
An Indian Wedding? What is

that? What does it look like?
According to the number one
Google site it happens in India! The
term “indian” is an archaic term that
goes back to the time of Columbus.
He thought he had reached the
West Indies, hence … INDIANS!
Now when I Googled Native
American I got a wonderful wealth
of information. 

Did you know that before
Christianity arrived in the Americas,
that the natives had a sense of the
holy? Smudge pots were used in
the same manner as incense of the
Europeans- to cleanse and purify.
Like Europeans, the natives recog-
nized that there was a great spirit in
the world. They saw the manifesta-
tion in the winds and so they asked

for the blessings of the four corners
of the compass. In a sense, when
we cross ourselves at church or
meal time we are asking for that
same blessing. 

While neither knowing the God
Abraham and Isaac nor knowing
the Risen Christ of Israel, Native
Americans none the less prayed to
a higher power through elaborate
liturgy (rituals) asked for the bless-
ings of a Creator.

It is amazing to me that much of
what Native Americans did prior to
the arrival of Europeans was so
spiritually in tune with the revelation
of God.  In researching the mar-
riage traditions of the Lakotas for
the blessing of the marriage of our
administrative assistant Sarah, and
her husband Rich, I discovered so
many similarities to our Christian
heritage.  I discovered delightful
customs like the corn meal pud-
ding, the blanket ceremony, and the
dance. 

The service was held at Camp
Beckwith and was lovely with
Grandma Rose acting as my trans-
lator. We used sage for the incense
and the wedding was said from the
Lakota translation of the 1928
Prayerbook. You can read more in
Sarah’s column.

What I wanted to write today
was about a custom I ran into while
surfing the site nativeamerican-
rhymes.com. There was a custom
of naming your child something
very special and if you had not yet
received your spiritual name you
could do so on a vision quest.
Listen to the story of this name from
the website:

Tatanka Iyotanka (Yotanka), a
Hunkpapa Sioux leader, was born
on March 31, 1834 at Many
Caches on the Grand River near
Bullhead, South Dakota.  He was
the son of Tatanka Psica, Jumping
Badger (sometimes known as
Jumping Bull or Sitting Bull), a
Sioux war chief.  In his early years,
the lad was known as Hunkesni,
“Slow,” but soon became more
widely acclaimed for his courage
and strength in battle.  He was
head of the Strong Hearts, a warrior
society, and became an important
medicine man and tribal councilor,
although he was never a true
“chief” of his people.      

This is the story of the great
medicine man, Sitting Bull who was
there for the battle with Custer, trav-
eled in a Wild West show, and was
killed during a dance of peace.
Ironically the Ghost Dance was
viewed as a dance of agitation that
could go out of control, so the
agents sent to arrest him, ended up
killing him. The dance was actually
a pacifist movement.

Like us, Sitting Bull had several
names in his life, each representing
a dimension of his journey. His spir-
itual name represents the strength
of his character and spirit and the
term “bull” could be seen as a war-
rior very capable of extreme vio-
lence while “sitting” can be seen as
one who chooses instead to seek
peace by … sitting.  He was known
as a great singer, politician, and
chief.

I wonder what would name we
would be given by God if we prayed
for a special name? What name
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would we be known as by others?
Paria Semen or “Ten Bears”

was the great chief whose name
signified his multi- talented facets.
He was a keen negotiator, a war-
rior,  and a wonderful poet.

Hinmaton Yalatkit, “Thunder
Rolling in the Heights” was consid-
ered the greatest battle chief of his
day. His voice rolled like thunder!
Yet, when too many of his warriors,
women, and children were killed,
he brokered peace and was a fre-
quent speaker in Washington pro-
claiming the injustice of the broken
words of the treaty he had signed.
His name signifies the great oratory
skill he used for his people.

Maria “Tallchief”- Whose name
signified her skill, beauty, and stat-
uesque frame became the first
American to dance at the Paris
Opera and was one of the finest
ballerinas of her day.

What name signifies you? Is it
like Sitting Bull’s daughter whose
name was Standing Holy? Is it like
Nayeli, which means I love you? Is
it like Sayen which means sweet
and lovely? 

Each member of the Cuny fam-
ily has a Lakota name. Sarah’s
Lakota name is Wanblisinawinyan
or “Eagle Shawl Woman” and
Rich’s Lakota name is Wicahpi
Pejuta or “Medicine Star”. Aarron’s
Lakota name is Wanbli Ksapi or
“Eagle Wisdom”, and Brenden’s
Lakota name is Tacannupa Wakan
Gli or “Lightning Pipe”.

I want to suggest that maybe
you already have a name. It is child
of God! We are given this name at
our Baptism … “Child of God!” I like
that. Of course, I also like the notion
that we can chose an additional
name that describes us, too, like
“Prays Kneeling,”  “Comforting
Kindness”, or “Sitting in Peace.” 

Doing the blessing of a mar-
riage of true Native Americans
helped me reconnect with the spiri-
tuality of a time before Christianity
arrived in the United States. It
helped me to rethink what I would
call myself.

Benedictine Corner Continued...

On August 27, my husband

and I celebrated our 10th
Anniversary by having our mar-
riage blessed at Camp Beckwith
in Fairhope, Alabama.

It was truly a sacred event
and meant so much, not only to
us, but also to our family.

The service began at 7:00
p.m. with a beautiful sunset. It
was an hour late, but on time for
our family. We call it “Indian
Time” but it really means that the
family moves as a unit and the
event does not begin until every-
one is ready. 

The service was revised
from the 1928 Book of Common
Prayer or Wocekiya Wowapi
with Grandma Rose translating
the blessings in Lakota.

All music was played by
Christopher Powell. He also
composed a piece entitled,
“Love”, a Wedding Prelude
Piano #1 as a gift. It was lovely
and a gift we will treasure forev-
er. 

We also sung “The Precious
Name” from the Lakota Hymnal.
We also included “Many and
Great”, Hymnal #385, which was
inspired by the Dakota tribe.

Father Ray burned sage as
incense on the advise of Bishop
Philip Duncan who has been
involved with Native American
Ministry, Father Ray gave the
traditional blessing at the end of
the service by saying the bless-
ing in the Four Directions. And
my aunts trilled “Li-Li-Li-Li-Li-Li-
Li!!!” after the kiss which is a
Lakota expression of happiness
and honor.

Our children, Aarron and
Brenden, escorted me down the
aisle. My twin sister, my cousin,
and my eldest son read the
readings. My god-daughters,
Elise White and Chanteskuya
Red Bear served as flowergirls.
Our good friend Eileen Powell
served as chalice. We also
asked the Marines from my hus-
band’s unit to be in attendance
and honor us with a sword arch.

Jo Spencer made the
most beautiful altar flow-
ers and centerpieces.
They included calla lilies,
roses, and cedar.
Unbeknownst to her, she
used the same type of
flat cedar which is used
in sweatlodges and dur-
ing sundances. Fr. Ray
called it “A God
Moment”.

The day was inspir-
ing and beautiful on
many levels. When Rich
and I were married 10
years ago on the Pine
Ridge Indian
Reservation, it was also
at sunset with our family in
attendance by a family friend
who was a judge. I was 19 years
old and Rich was 24. It was very
small and we did not know much
about weddings. In fact, we
were both raised without our
mothers. Both of our mothers
were alcoholics. 

My mother became an alco-
holic after a car accident when I
was 7 years old in which she
suffered a serious head injury
and was never the same. My
father was completely absent in
my life. My sister and I were for-
tunate that my grandmother and
aunt took us in.

My husband was luckier. His
father became sober when he
was 8 years old and re-married.
However, he also was moved
between his parents during cus-
tody battles and experienced dif-
ficult times with his mother.

Then we found each other
one year after Rich became
sober. He fell into alcoholism
during college and decided on
his own to quit. He attended AA
meetings and recieved a poem
that was entitled A Message
From God and which said, “Do
not look to outside influences... I
am preparing someone for you...
when you are both ready, you
will meet...” and then we met on
a snowy winter night at a Native

American basketball tourna-
ment. God was there from the
beginning. 

One year later, we married.
Needless to say, we just did not
know much about weddings. In
fact we did not have a dinner
and did not know to ask our Best
Man and Maid of Honor to give a
toast. We did not even choose a
song to walk down the aisle or
have a first dance. In fact, there
was little decoration and we just
choose a date and we saved
$1000 to pay for our wedding. I
think that covered tuxes and
bridal party dresses. We were so
naive.

But we loved each other and
were happy to be married. A few
years later, we learned what
weddings really entailed and
decided then that we wanted to
do it again on our 10th
Anniversary.

When I mentioned having
our marriage blessed to Fr. Ray
and being concerned about hur-
ricanes and heat, he told me not
to worry about that and to just do
it! We are so grateful for his
advice and for Holy Cross who
really made this event possible. I
know that the Great Spirit choos-
es our path and we are guided
where we are meant to be. We
feel very blessed to have been
guided to Holy Cross. 
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"Grace and peace from God
our Father and the Lord Jesus

Christ".

Dear Friends,

The month of September has
come.  We are heading into fall
and another season of music at
Holy Cross.  We have several
exciting events planned for
September, one being on Holy
Cross Day, when our worship
service will emulate a very early
Anglican worship service.

Look for information about
the music for this service in the
special bulletin for that Sunday.
It already has and will continue
to take much research to ensure
authenticity.  The words and
music will be very different from
what we are used to hearing.
For one thing, the English
organs of the early Anglican time

frame did not have pedal
boards, which means you will
hear "light" sounds produced by
flutes and the like, as opposed
to "heavy" sounds produced by
our sixteen and thirty-two foot
pedal pipes.  Much of the musi-
cal brilliance of England in the
sixteenth and seventeenth cen-
turies is found in the choral
works.  Choirs were very popu-
lar and organs served largely a
supportive role, unlike in some
other European countries where
the organ was used to inspire
feelings of awe and majesty.
Although this special service will
be different, it will also be very
familiar in many ways.  First of
all, the liturgy is nearly the same.
Secondly, much of our present
day service music is quite old,
stemming back four hundred
years or more.

During the month of

September and beyond I will
play Benedictine elevations.
Elevations are pieces of music
that are somtimes played during
the elevation of the elements
during a Roman Catholic mass.
I, however, will play these pieces
while the choir goes to
comunnion.

Thanks to the miracle of
online bidding (eBay), I came
across a rare music book of fifty
elevations written by a
Benedictine monk, Dom Paul
Benoit, O.S.B. (1893-1979),
organist at the Abbey of St.
Maurice et St. Maur, at Clervaux,
in Luxembourg.  His elevations
are very beautiful and capture in
musical form, the mystical quali-
ty of the Eucharist.  I hope you
enjoy the coming musical sea-
son at Holy Cross!

The Organist’s Notes by Christopher Powell, Organist

The Choir at Holy Cross has
been invited to participate in the
50th Anniversary of St.
Christopher Episcopal Church of
Pensacola on February 18, 2007.
A concert of sacred music will be
presented on that day at 3:00
PM. From time to time, I’ll remind
you of this event and share what
I know about the activities that
are being planned. Sammie
Tucker is Organist and Choir
Director at St. Christopher’s.

On September 24, we will cel-
ebrate the Edwardian Mass. This
is a worldwide communion event.
Our music on this day will be
selected from composers of this
period. “Early Will I Seek Thee,”
by Thomas Weelkes will be our
Offertory Anthem. Weelkes was
appointed organist at Winchester

in 1598 (at 22) and in 1602
received his BM from Oxford. In
1601 he was appointed Organist
and Choirmaster at Chichester
Cathedral. Among his lasting
contributions to music are three
books of madrigals, numerous
anthems and music for stringed
instruments (viols). He died in
1623 during a visit to London.

The Bell Choir is taking shape
slowly but surely. We now have
six committed bell folk who are
willing to stay after church and
come early on Sunday for prac-
tice. We’re busy now with peals
and introits but soon we’ll be
playing longer pieces. Hopefully,
by December we’ll have enough
to go out to the hospitals and
shopping malls to deliver
Christmas Greetings from Holy

Cross. 
We now have 14 adults

enrolled in the Chancel Choir. My
goal is 30. Why do we need that
many? Answer: to do extended
choral works. It is too much to
ask of a small choir to do the
Vivaldi Gloria or a Schubert Mass
or the choruses from Handel’s
Messiah. But with 30 we could.
And with this size choir we would
be able to add orchestral instru-
ments from time to time and still
maintain a good balance. The
rule-of-thumb for choir member-
ship in a church of 500 is 6%.
And so a 30-member choir is not
unreasonable for Holy Cross. So
come on and join the choir. Sing
and Serve! Soli Deo Gloria. (For
the glory of God alone).

1552 the second Prayer Book
was introduced just six months
before the sickly young king
died. Upon his death, Queen
Mary outlawed the book and
reinstated the Latin Rite which
we used at Holy Cross last quar-
ter. The Holy Communion serv-
ice used in this book is unique in
that it moves the Eucharist clos-

er to a Protestant understanding
of communion and liturgy. Since
that time, the Prayer Book has
undergone several changes. A
special service at 10:00 a.m. on
Sunday, September 24 will use
this service by permission of the
bishop and will be used as a
teaching model for the liturgy as
we now understand it. Please
invite a friend.
