Investiture of 26th Presiding
Bishop to be webcast live
November 4

The Episcopal Church's
Office of Communication, in col-
laboration with the Washington
National Cathedral, will webcast
the investiture service of
Presiding Bishop Elect
Katherine Jefferts Schori. The
service, scheduled for
November 4, 2006, will be car-
ried live beginning at 11 a.m.
(Eastern Time) and continuing
through the liturgy's conclusion,
expected around 1:15 p.m.

The webcast will have a
direct link on the Episcopal
Church homepage, www.episco-
palchurch.org, that will go live
shortly before the service
begins. 

"Our plan has been to make
the investiture as widely acces-
sible as possible," said Michael

Collins, the church's director of
broadcast and multimedia com-
munication. "By presenting the
event as a webcast we can
insure that the service is readily
available to anyone with an
Internet connection."

The webcast will be available
in Windows Media Player and
Real Player formats in both high
bandwidth and low bandwidth
options as well as an audio only
version. The service will be
recorded from a satellite produc-
tion truck onsite that will uplink
to a satellite as well, to provide
live coverage opportunities to all
media. Interested parties with a
tuneable satellite receiver will
also be able to watch the service
in this way. Coordinates will be
announced when they become
available.

Providing commentary will
be the Rev. Jan Nunley, deputy

for communication at the
Episcopal Church Center, and
the Rev. David Crabtree, a dea-
con and television news anchor
at WRAL-TV in Raleigh/Durham,
North Carolina.

Investiture of 26th Presiding Bishop

We have taken the Windsor
report seriously at Holy Cross
Episcopal Church. It asks us to
do several things. One of the
things is to understand our
Anglican Heritage. Towards this
goal we have presented a series
of historic liturgies that explain
how the communion evolved.
John Weber has given a historic
lecture every quarter on
Anglicanism and our under-
standings “in a nutshell” as a
part of our new member wel-
coming. Several articles have
pointed to the historic under-
standing of the faith and many
sermons have touched on our
Anglican and Episcopal her-
itage.

The Windsor report asks that
we seriously study the docu-
ment itself. Father Ray has
taught two symposiums on the
Windsor report and then held a
town hall meeting where he
spoke about general Convention
in light of the Windsor Report.
Also copies were made avail-
able to every parishioner.

Then the report asked us to
study clearly the sexuality issue
in our parishes. The Diocese
has also asked that we hold dis-
cussions on this issue. Towards
that end, Father Neal Kaminski
of St. Augustine’s in Navarre has
agreed to be a speaker for a six
week series beginning at the
end of October and continuing

through the first week of
December. Father Neal will use
a book that presents two view-
points on the subject. We will
look at both sides of the issue
from two perspectives. We will
delve into what the bible says
and look at the context of
today’s challenges in light of the
Gospel. This is to be a neutral
presentation with no “side”
taken. It is a class designed
specifically to conform to the
Windsor Report’s request.
Father Neal hopes that this
series will be adapted on a
Diocesan basis and your input
and participation is needed. 

The Windsor Report
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The annual Holy Cross
Pilgrimage group met in August
to discuss plans. Additional con-
versations were held with those
who were interested. It was
decided that an overseas trip to
Greece would be cost prohibi-
tive for most parishioners
($2,400 - 3,500 a person).
Those who still wish to take a
tour of Greece or Turkey for
“The Steps of Paul” can still do
so by calling Father Ray and he
would put you in touch with
groups that would be taking this
trip in the spring. Likewise, it
was felt that we could not get a
large enough group together for
a tour of the Holy Land give the
recent developments.

The most likely trips of any
lengths have been narrowed
down to two. One would be a
religious cruise to the Caribbean
with stops at sacred sites like
the oldest cathedral in South
America and a study of indige-
nous religions by taking a tour in
an underground river of a Mayan
sacrificial site. The cost here
would be about $2200 for a fam-
ily of four or about $900 a per-
son all inclusive for six days/five
nights. The other is a tour of
Germany “in the steps of Luther”
where the group would see the
spark that started the reforma-
tion touring Roman Catholic
Cathedrals, seeing the garment
of Christ, visiting Constantine’s
Church, seeing where some of
the apostles were buried, and
perhaps making a two day
excursion into Paris to visit the
Louvre and Notre Dame
Cathedral. The cost here is still
being ascertained but is expect-

ed to run about $1,600 a person
“all inclusive “ or about $3,500
for a family of five—depending
on the Euro value and the date
we actually book.

We are also looking at taking
a bus to the Gulf Coast
Exploratorium in Mobile to see
THE LAST DAYS OF POMEII.
This is an exhibit of the excava-
tions found in and around the
city of Pompeii. This tour will
take place between January and
March and will cost about $35 a
ticket (bus, ticket, and refresh-
ment) with space limited to 54
people unless we take two
buses.

There is also an idea that
maybe we take a self contained
pilgrimage to Camp Beckwith.
We would arrive on a Friday
night and have a bonfire and
cookout. On Saturday we would

play field games (including chil-
dren’s games) and enjoy sailing,
the ropes course, and just taking
it easy. That night we would
have a wonderful campfire sing
along On Sunday we would do
Eucharist in the outdoor chapel
and leave about 11AM. The cost
of this excursion would be $100
a person (all inclusive) for a sin-
gle room, $125 a couple or dou-
ble occupancy, or a family of
four for $225. Costs could be off-
set by a grant or a fund raiser
lowering the cost per person.

Pilgrimages
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“Praying the Psalms” was a
wonderful class that I took at
Virginia Theological Seminary
under Professor Jim Ross. It
exposed me to the daily disci-
pline of reading, listening, and
praying the psalms. Let me
share with you one of my
favorites- Psalm 90:

A Prayer of Moses, the
man of God.
1 Lord, you have been our
dwelling place(a) in all genera-
tions.
2 Before the mountains were
brought forth, or ever you had
formed the earth and the world,
from everlasting to everlasting
you are God. 
3 You turn us(b) back to dust,
and say, "Turn back, you mor-
tals."
4 For a thousand years in your
sight are like yesterday when it
is past, or like a watch in the
night. 
5 You sweep them away; they
are like a dream, like grass that
is renewed in the morning;
6 In the morning it flourishes
and is renewed; in the evening it
fades and withers. 

7 For we are consumed by
your anger; by your wrath we
are overwhelmed.
8 You have set our iniquities
before you, our secret sins in the
light of your countenance. 
9 For all our days pass away
under your wrath; our years
come to an end(c) like a sigh.
10 The days of our life are sev-
enty years, or perhaps eighty, if
we are strong; even then their
span(d) is only toil and trouble;
they are soon gone, and we fly
away. 
11 Who considers the power of
your anger? Your wrath is as
great as the fear that is due you.
12 So teach us to count our
days that we may gain a wise
heart. 
13 Turn, O LORD! How long?
Have compassion on your ser-
vants!
14 Satisfy us in the morning with
your steadfast love, so that we
may rejoice and be glad all our
days.
15 Make us glad as many days
as you have afflicted us, and as
many years as we have seen
evil.
16 Let your work be manifest to
your servants, and your glorious
power to their children.
17 Let the favor of the Lord our
God be upon us, and prosper for
us the work of our hands-- O
prosper the work of our hands!

(The footnotes were left in to
draw your attention to interest-
ing pieces of the Psalm, but
space prohibits the printing here.
Please refer to an annotated
bible for a reference).

The first thing we notice is
that the psalm is attributed to
MOSES and not King David.
This is very unusual. Though the
Hebrew language suggests a
postexilic writing, it does contain

ancient elements. It is a “prayer
song” of lament of the human
condition which passes away
and it is an exaltation of God for
things eternal. 

But what does it MEAN FOR
US TODAY? As I pray this psalm
I can relate to the message of a
heavy burden. We all can relate
to the burdens in our life: those
areas of deep struggle. The
Psalm is also the story of my
God, the eternal God who was
before time and will be after time
ends. What joy! 

I am reminded of my mortal
condition in that I am dust and to
dust I shall return. Without my
God I am nothing. This psalm
reminds me that I am to seek
God’s wisdom and his guidance.
I am to ask his forgiveness and
repent of those things I have
done wrong. I am reminded to
have faith and in my faith to trust
in my God. 

I reflect that Verse 4 is used
by Peter (2 Peter 3:8) in showing
the second coming is drawing
near. I see that verse 10 is to
remind me that the age of a
human being is between 70 and
80. This is very brief compared
to the eternity of God. What a joy
to understand that no matter
what trouble I face, it is bit a
fleeting moment compared to
the eternity of happiness that
awaits. Verse 17 reminds me
that my work, my very life has no
meaning apart from God.

Beloved, this a Morning
Prayer Psalm and said by those
in the religious community at the
first hour. Open your Bible and
discover the warmth that is
found in the psalms. By the way-
TRIVIA—which psalm is said to
be composed by the Archangel
Michael?

In the service we'll hear
the canon "When Jesus Wept,"
the anthem "David's
Lamentation," and the famous
hymn tune entitled "Chester," the
unofficial anthem of this war with
England.

Brotherhood of St. Andrew by Jim Silverwood Welcoming the

We want to give everyone a
preview of our Home Bible Study
Groups that will be starting this
fall. The group size (no more
than eight), frequency and a few
other items are not settled but
this is generally how it will work.
Meetings should run no longer
than one hour

What it is not: A time where
someone teaches you. You
show up, listen and go.

What it is: Before the meet-
ing, a time where you read a
brief passage of scripture and,
with the Holy Spirit’s guidance
and inspiration, answer a few
short questions. You cannot
have a wrong answer. This will
take you less than an hour.
When the group meets, a
Question Asker (one of the
group rotating so all get an
opportunity) asks the same
questions and the group shares
answers.

The study guides will the
same or similar to those used by

the Brotherhood of St. Andrew in
their six month study of the Book
of James earlier this year. 

This method of study will
enable you to discover for your-
self what the Bible says. No
prepackaged answers or
answers filtered through what
the Bible says to someone else.
As we travel on our road of get-
ting closer to God (which ends in
our being with Him in Heaven),
the Holy Spirit will open our eyes
to what we can “digest” of scrip-
ture. Some of us have forty
years of spiritual growth and
some have had one year of
growth forty times. Most of us
are somewhere in between. This
is a non-threatening, low key
method of in-depth Bible study.
The groups are not open to just
Holy Cross members. If you
have neighbors or friends inter-
ested by all means invite them
along- it will be a blessed trip.

On October 26th the
two aspirants from Holy Cross
for Holy Orders will be present-
ed to the Commission on
Ministry as possible postulants
for the Diocese. Milledge was
assigned to us by the Bishop in
January as a priest in the CEC
who wished to translate orders
to the Episcopal faith. Since we
are not in communion with the
CEC he must start his process
as though he were not ordained.
Eileen has been in the process
for three years and recently
received unanimous approval
from her committee to go for-
ward. She has been assigned to
another church as a part of her

continuing discernment. Only a
very small percentage of people
are introduced to the commis-
sion each year and to be invited
speaks volumes of these two
people who have committed at
least 15 hours a week in church
volunteering, undergone psy-
chological testing, medical tests,
endured many interviews, taken
retreats, been in spiritual coun-
seling, and so many other things
that are required. If approved by
the commission then they go to
the Bishop for his approval. If he
approves, they go before the
Standing Committee and if
approved there, they are tested
and must pass a seminary inter-
view with faculty (except for
Milledge who is already a semi-

nary graduate). So this impor-
tant step is by no means the last
step. Please pray for them in
this process. Should the com-
mission turn them down, this is
no reflection on them rather this
is seen as God’s confirmation
that they are to continue in the
church seeking a new vocation
or to continue to pray and dis-
cern if God is calling them at a
later date.
