Beloved prayer is as vital
to us as food and water. It is
the spark that ignites our
souls to glow and become
filled with life. Advent is a
wonderful time to examine if
we are spending our lives in

communion with God or
something we do when we
are under stress or having a
hard time in life.

I have an acquaintance
whom I hear from only
when there is trouble in his
life. When things are going
his way I will not hear from
him unless I call or email.
But when life takes a turn
for the worse, I know that I
will have phone call upon
phone call. Why? Am I only
there when things go bad.

That is the way many
pray to God. When things
are going swell, they ignore
God. What about you. Think
back of the last three days.
What were your prayers
like? If you use words like
conversation, praise, ado-
ration, thanksgiving, and
blessing then you are on
the right track. Prayer is
about giving God praise
and worship. True, God is
with us in the bad times, but
he is also with us in the
good. I bet God likes to
hear from us when things
are going great. After all He
made the world for great
things.

As we approach the cel-
ebration of the incarnation,
let us consider prayer as a
discipline of joy and happi-
ness.  In the words of

Theophan the Recluse,

Prayer is the test of
everything; prayer is also

the source
Of everything; prayer is

the driving force of
everything;

Prayer is also the 
director of everything.

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Advent and Adam: a per-
fect Anglican connection
when I move into Advent.  At
this particular time, I am
thinking of Lessons and
Carols and getting the choir
to finally put it together for
L&C plus holding them
together for the Christmas
Eve service.  One of the car-
ols in our Advent tradition as
well as our Christmas tradi-
tion is "Adam Lay
Ybounden," which I quote for
you here:  Adam lay ybound-
en,/bounden in a bond; Four
thousand winters/ Thought
he not too long. And all was
for an apple,/An apple that
he took,/ As clerkes finden
written/ In their book./ Nor
had one apple taken been,/
The apple taken been,/Then
had never Our Lady/A-been
heaven's queen./ Blessed be
the time/That apple taken
was./ There we moun sin-
gen/ Deo gratias! 

All of our great tensions,
the tensions of the Anglican
Communion, and the great
tensions of Christianity itself
surface here.  Remembering
our Latin Mass from the time
of Henry VIII at Holy Cross in
November, these lyrics for-
shadow those tense times of
Henry VIII in the 1530s.  Yet
these lyrics are from the fif-
teenth century, or 1400s: a
time when the secular
English and French carol

were coming into being.
"Adam lay ybounden" is just
such a carol of the 1400s. In
the 1400s, the kings of
England were still staunchly
Catholic, and the Protestant
reformers were well into the
next generation.  The liturgi-
cally "sacred" Latin was still
sacred for church; but the
sacred and secular inter-
twined creatively in the ver-
nacular of the secular world-
-still so caught up in Roman
Catholicism that the ideas
and philosophies could not
separate. This secular world,
dominated by Christian
ideas, proclaimed its secular
joys supported by its reli-
gious ideals.  

And there we have the
tensions of the Old Adam, of
the late Medieval and early
Renaissance worlds, and of
ourselves as Christians
caught up in the lyrics of
"Adam lay ybounden."  The
words aren't hard to figure:
Adam and Eve got caught
doing what God told them
not to do and were caught
for centuries.  Clerks/Monks/
Scholarly Scribes recorded
these scriptures. Yet if this
had not happened, we would
never have had Jesus
Christ: the God and Man to
reconcile our tensions.  

Therefore, Deo Gratias--
thanks be to God!

ST. CHRISTOPHER'S
In 1974 a group of

visionaries from St.
Christopher’s gathered to
form a mission that would
soon be called Holy Cross.
Many meetings were held
and church services were
established. By 1976 the
group had grown in sub-
stantial numbers and the
mission was successfully
planted. In that year the first
Vicar was called and Holy
Cross was recognized as a
mission in the Diocese.
Soon thereafter the mission
became a full fledged
parish and has grown in
substantial numbers and
now is one of the larger
churches in the Diocese (in
the top 1/3).
HOW WE WILL CELEBRATE

To celebrate this mile-
stone, Holy Cross
Episcopal Church will offer
several events over the
next 12 months. We are
issuing our 30th anniver-
sary pictorial directory
which should be arriving
during Advent. There will be
a founding members night
where we will tell stories of
how Holy cross became a
mission and then a parish.
Special Sundays will recog-
nize our growth and contri-
butions to the community. 

Each Sunday we will
highlight a guild, group,
organization, or special
project that Holy Cross
members are involved in
and suggest ways that

parish members can
become involved. It is our
hope to make a video tape
that shows the history of
Holy Cross and will have
members through out the
year tell their stories. 

In our celebration of the
evolution we also look at
the evolution of the Diocese
and the larger Episcopal
Church and discover how
the church has changed
over the years just as Holy
Cross has changed during
its history. We began the
journey in November when
Father Ray Waldon
announced a year long cel-
ebration that began with the
Latin Mass.

THE LATIN MASS
Father Ray Waldon, with

special assistance of our
Latin teacher and scholar,
Will Mims, and our Verger-
in -training, Carl White, pre-
sented a Tridene Mass in
Latin that was approved by
our bishop for this special
occasion. The choir under
the able directorship of
Nancy Collins sang beauti-
ful hymns and anthems in
Latin. 

Father Ray asked that
the congregation to think
about the many changes
from that Mass to our pres-
ent day celebration. Prior to
the service he gave a his-
torical reflection on how the
Eucharist began its journey
from Latin to English and
eventually was modified to
its present form. He used

several examples from Mr.
Bill Ryon’s (of St. Paul’s in
Washington) excellent
teaching series on the
Eucharist that was present-
ed at Holy Cross in 2004.
To briefly highlight some of
the remarks:

Fr. Ray explained that
Henry VIII had received
Papal approval to marry
Catherine of Aragon, his
dead brother’s wife who
was five years older than 18
year old Henry (the mar-
riage was arranged when
he was 14). Catherine was
the daughter of Queen
Isabella of Spain. During his
marriage he defended the
Roman Catholic Church
from Protestantism and
Pope Leo X was very
pleased with Henry’s efforts
and theological writings. He
conferred upon the king the
title of Fidei Defensor
(Defender of the Faith),
which is maintained to this
day by the English Crown. 

After years of marriage
to Catherine, he had pro-
duced no male heir to the
throne so he requested an
annulment from the Pope.
This placed the Pope in a
quandary. To grant annul-
ment would mean admitting
that the earlier Papal deci-
sion to allow Henry to marry
the widow of his brother
was possibly in error. In a
addition the Pope was a vir-
tual hostage of the Holy
Roman Emperor King
Charles V, a relative of

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Catherine. While Popes
routinely granted annul-
ments and divorce for
Kings, the Pope did not
grant Henry an annullment
Henry feared that Spain did
not want him to have an
heir, was ready to leave
Catherine for Anne Boyelin,
and saw the Pope’s refusal
as a threat to his reign.

Under advice of his cler-
ical hierarchy, he placed the
Archbishop as head of the
Church in England and
ousted the Pope. Though
he continued the Mass in
Latin he ordered that an
English Bible be placed in
every Church. He also had
passed six articles affirming
the Roman Catholic under-
standing of the Faith.  The
Mass celebrated at Holy
Cross would have been the
last one that was authorized
by Henry VIII before
Edward took the throne. As
a once in a lifetime experi-
ence to see how the evolu-
tion of liturgy had changed.
During 2006 we will have
three special services: the
Elizabethan Prayerbook,
the first Prayerbook author-
ized in America, and the
1928 Book of Common
Prayer. The Lenten series
will be a work guide on the
study of the 1978 Book of
Common Prayer where we
will learn why we do what
we do as Episcopalians.
Speakers will focus on vari-
ous parts of the book and
you will be able to see the
history of our beautiful and
spirit filled liturgy.

QUESTIONS FROM THE
LATIN MASS

Did you notice that the
focus was NOT on the

communal aspect of the
Eucharist?

Did you notice that the fact
that it was in Latin left

many if the uneducated
during Henry’s time unable

to understand what was
being said?

Did you notice that there
was an element of the
“Gnostic” mystery that
only the priest under -

stood (the priest’ s secret
for example)?

Did you notice that only the
priest took the wine?

Did you notice that many
of the congregational

responses were said by
the deacon?

Did you notice the 
extreme ritual?

Did you find the 
comments on how you
prepared for the Mass
dif ferent from how we

prepare today?
Did you see why bells were

needed to keep up with
what was going on?
Did you feel like a 

“second” class citizen?
Did you feel the focus was
on the clergy and not the

people?
Did you enjoy the music
and the almost chant like

quality of the service?
Then ask yourself, 

What did I like about the
Mass that we no longer do,
and why is that? What did I
not like about the Mass that
I am glad they changed?

What did the people of the
time think about such a rad-
ical change from Latin to
English? When the 1978
BCP came out, did I recog-
nize that the church liturgy
has always evolved in the
Anglican Communion?

Finally ask yourself,
Since the church is a living
and breathing force that is
directed by God, can I see
the hand of God moving in
the 1500’s during Henry’s,
Mary’s, and Elizabeth’s
time? Do I see the hand of
God moving again in my life
as the church goes through
its growing and challenging
pains of 2006? How has
Holy Cross changed in its
30 years in terms of Liturgy
(we used the 1928 BCP, the
trial liturgies, the old hym-
nal, the trial hymnals, the
1982 hymnal, and the 1978
BCP)? Finally, the conven-
tion in 2006 may authorize
more liturgies for us to con-
sider. If they do, will we feel
like the people of Henry’s
time? We will be ready to
experience new liturgies?
(Ed. note: Fr. Ray is the for-
mer Liturgy and Anglican
theology instructor in the
Lay School in the Western
Diocese of Louisiana, the
former Liturgy Chair in two
dioceses, author of two
diocesan customaries, and
is currently finishing a book
on Liturgy. Will Mims took
Latin at Sewanee University
and taught Latin for many
years. We are very grateful
for his efforts).
